Twelve people died and forty-five were rescued from
trees and rooftops in this Northern Cape town.

The disaster happened after very heavy rains
on Friday. It rained much more than people had
expected.

It was the worst rainstorm in the town since
1985. Two people died when they tried to cross a
bridge and their cars were swept away.

Emergency staff from the police, the fire
brigade and the army rescued people.
